3.4 Conservancy Districts - C

Conservancy Districts are intended to preserve and maintain
the ground water table on which the inhabitants depend for water
supply; to protect the purity of coastal and inland waters for the
propagation of fish and shellfish and for recreational purposes;

property from the hazards of flood and tidal waters which may re-
sult from unsuitable development in swamps, ponds, bogs, or marshes,
along water courses or in areas subject to floods and extreme high
tides; to preserve the amenities of the Town and to conserve nat- °
ural conditions, wild life and open space for the education, and
general welfare of the public.

3.417 Permitied Uses

Except as provided in Section 1.41, bu;ldings, structures
and premises in Conservancy Districts may be used only for the
following purposes:

(1) Fishing and shelfishing, including the raising and
cultivation of fish and shellfish.

(2) The growing and/or harvesting of such crops as cran-
berries, marsgh hay, seaweed, berries and shrub fruits and seeds.

(3) Fabricated walks or trails, docks and landings for pri-
vate use including the superficial clearing of areas of private
beach and the filling or replenishment thereof in conformity with
the provisions of Chapter 130, Section 27A and Chapter 91 of the
General Laws and Section 58 of the Town By-Laws.

(4) Conservation of water, plants and wildlife.
(5) Telephone, telegraph, radio, power and gas transmission.

(6) Recreation, including swimming, boating, nature study,
fishing and hunting, unless otherwise prohibited by other ordi-
nance, law or by-law.

(7) The following uses by special permit issued by the
Board of Appeales
' a. Non-residential buildings or structures to be used only -(?h)r
in conjunction with fishing, shellfishing, the growing, harvesting o
and storage of crops raised on the premises, and boat houses.

b. Dams, changes in water courses or other drainage works,
only as part of an over-all drainage plan constructed or author-
ized by a public agency.

Provided that any such building or structure permitted by
the Board of Appeals shall not exceed twenty feet in height and
shall conform to the set back and side line requirements of the
residential area nearest to the site on which it is to be erected.

3.42 Prohibited Uses:

Except as provided above, there shall be in the Conservancy
Districts:

1. No land fill or dumping and no removal of soil, loam,
sand or gravel.

2. No drainage other than flood control or mosquito control
works by an authorized agency.

3. No buildings or structures.
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3.43 Boundaries:

The boundaries of Conservancy Districts are designated spec-
ifically on the Protective By-Law Map, 1969. If the Building In-
spector is uncertain as to the exact location of any contour line
bounding a Conservancy District, as shown on the Protective By-Law
Map, the submission of sufficient topographic data may be required
in order to establish the precise location of said line on any lot
affected thereby before issuing a building permit for any building
or structure to be located thereon.

1f a portvion of eny lot existing at the time of the adoption
of this amendment and meeting the requirements of Section 4 lies
within a Conservancy District, the Conservancy portion shall be
considered a part of the buildable 1lot in computing square foot-
age requirements.

3.44 Conservancy Contour Line Bounds

1. Coastal wetland conservancy districte as shown on the Pro-
tective By-Law Map 1969, shall be those areas lying below two (21)
feet above mean high water, said area being further delineated as
following a contour line of two (2') feet above the plane of mean
high water around said area.

2. All inlend wetlands surrounding swamps, ponds, and bogs,
with the exception of roads and ways, shall be held in a state of
conservation against pollution and contamination., Buildings, filling
or removal of natural growth, shall be prohibited up to a contour
line two (2') feet above the water level of such areas, as shown on .
the Protective By-Law Map, 1969 (elevation of water level in areas
as shown, as of May, 1969).

A special permit may be issued by the Board of Selectmen for
the building of access roads or ways across such areas for the pur-
pose of ingress and egress, in accordance with Chapter 220, Acts of
1965 and Chapter 444, Acts of 1968 of the General Laws. .
